June 11, 2009 (Day 1) Session:  Learnings and Accomplishments Poster Session and Discussions

Capstone
1. In developing and implementing the capstone experience at your campus, what do you wish you had done differently and why?

2. How will you go about changing your capstone experience as a result of what you know now?

3. What are your students saying about the capstone experience?

4. Is what they are saying what you expected them to say or is it a surprise?  If a surprise, why?

Inquiry
1. How does your program incorporate “Inquiry” in a specific course and/or within multiple courses?

2. Give some specific examples of the Inquiry methods used in your program.

3. If you were able to redesign your program now, how would you include Inquiry?

4. What are your students saying about the Inquiry methods/experiences/courses you have created for your program?

Labs of Practice
1. How does your program incorporate Labs of Practice into the program?

2. What are some of the problems students have faced related to incorporating Labs of Practice into their course of study?

3. What are some of the problems the program has faced related to incorporating Labs of Practice into the curriculum?

4. What are some of the actions you have taken to minimize or to overcome the problems arising related to Labs of practice (from both the program and student points of view)?

Core Courses
1. What makes your Core Courses the Core Courses in the program – why were these specific content areas selected?

2. In examining these Core Courses, what topics do you think might not be getting enough attention within your program?

3. What do your students say about your Core Courses and why?

4. What have you done or are you prepared to do if changes are warranted in your Core Course offerings – making changes in the curriculum, timing of offering, or adding to or decreasing courses as Core Course offerings? 

Signature Pedagogy
1. What element of your program has been identified by your program/program faculty as the Signature Pedagogy of your program?

2. Are there other elements in your program that could now also be noted as a Signature Pedagogy?  Why, and how was that (or those) element(s) identified?

3. Could your students talk about the program’s Signature Pedagogy and be able to identify the same elements your program has identified as the Signature Pedagogy?

4. If the answer to # 3 above is no, why not?  If yes, what are they saying about it?

Assessment
1. Candidate Assessment:  What are the major elements of candidate assessment in your program?

2. If you could redesign your program today, what would you do differently related to candidate assessment?

3. Program Assessment:  How will you know if your program is accomplishing its mission and goals?

4. What data are you collecting that will tell you if your program is or is not meeting program goals and objectives? 

June 12, 2009 (Day 2) Session:  Common Issues and How They are Addressed in Assessment and Evaluation Plans
Inquiry (See questions from Day 1)
1. How are you assessing the effectiveness of the Inquiry methods in your program and what strategies are you using for ensuring their quality?

2. In what ways are you using student outcomes assessments to measure the effectiveness of your Inquiry methods?

3. Does your program evaluation plan include an evaluation of the Inquiry methods/courses in your program – if not, could this be added?

Distinguishing EdD Features  (These features may or may not have been identified by your program as your Signature Pedagogy).

1. What methods will you use to evaluate the effectiveness of the features that distinguish your program from other similar programs? From a Ph.D.?

2. How will you involve your students in this evaluation process?

3. What student outcomes are tied to the program’s distinguishing features, and how will you measure those?

Connecting to the Community

1. How will the students connections to the community (e.g., through labs of practice, fieldwork, capstones or problems of practice) be assessed?

2. In what ways are the student connections to the community build into your student outcomes assessment process?

3. How will the community that is connected to your doctoral program be included in your program evaluation?

Capstones
1. How will the program evaluate the capstone experience of the students in the program?

2. How are individual student capstones experiences calibrated in your program to ensure consistent experiences for all students?

3. What measures will the program use to determine if the capstone experience is really the best culminating experience for your students?  

Outcomes
1. How do you know that the outcomes that have been designed for your program are being attained?

2. What primary methods and measures are being used to measure program and student outcomes?

3. How are the students involved in determining revisions to program/student outcomes?

Impact
1. How do you know your program is having an impact, and how is impact defined in your program?

2. How are students being incorporated into determining program impacts?

3. If the program is not having the impact your program envisioned, what will you do to change the level of impact? How will you do to plan program changes?

Best Practices
1. How do you know that your program has incorporated best practices?

2. Identify 2 -3 best practices used in your program and identify the expected student and program outcomes and then the methods or measures that will be used  to measure the impact of those best practices.

3. How will you go about incorporating new best practices?

Quality
1. How is quality defined in your program?

2. How will you know if that desired quality is being achieved? What are the expected outcomes that demonstrate that quality?

3. What steps will you take to address issues of quality that are not achieved in your program?

Effective Change Strategies
1. How does your program identify changes that need to be made within your program?

2. How are students incorporated into the change process in your program?

3. In what ways are student and program outcomes used to determine and plan changes needed in curriculum, program design, and program delivery?
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
