CSU CPED Poster Preparation

I. Prepare to develop a poster that is no larger than two poster boards.
II. Create a poster about features of your Ed.D. Program that relates to key issues addressed by the CPED. 

a. Review the National Carnegie Project on the Education Doctorate

b. Prepare a poster that provides an overview of your Ed.D. program that describes how it relates to one or more of the CPED areas of focus.* 

c. Include descriptions of curriculum, pedagogy, assignments, research, and/or assessment that pertain to the CPED.
Notes:

1. It is anticipated that Graduate Students will play leadership roles in the Poster creation and will serve as presenters during the poster session (at the end of the first day).

2. Posters should not be larger than two poster boards and should inform others about the details and progress of the Ed.D. program as related to the CPED area(s) selected 3. Posters should be brought to the Chancellor's Office the first day. There will be a place to mount them upon arrival so CPED members can view them during the day.
